   On Friday, May 16, 2008 The Groton Open Space Association signed the deed and took title 
to 75 acres of Merritt property in Mystic, land that had been in the Merritt family since 1868.  
The purchase was made in part with a state grant and a loan to cover the balance.  There will 
be on-going fund raisers to help pay off the loan and to cover an endowment to care for the 
property in the future.  To be known as The Merritt Family Forest, these 75 acres will be main-
tained as an open space to be used for passive recreation such as hiking and nature studies.
