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The Council held its regular monthly meeting on Wednesday, March 4™. The meeting was
called to order by Moderator Peter Littlefield at 7:05 p.m. with thirteen of the eighteen Council
members present. Pastor Paul Hayes led in devotion with a focus on Lent with the meaning of
the Lord’s Prayer.

Tim Bates was present to provide an update on the Shoreline Retirement
Community (SRC) project. Thirty-nine applications were received for the
position of coordinator. After SRC committee review, five interviews were
held. At the recommendation of the review committee, Tim motioned that
Patricia Sing of Waterford be hired as coordinator pending background
security checks. There was a good deal of discussion asking that Patricia’s
position be supervised by the SRC committee instead of Pastor Hayes, since SRC is
responsible for her job even though the position is that of a “church staff” person (this group is
using the church’s 501 (c)-3 status until it is determined if the organization can be self-
sustaining). The Council endorsed SRC’s hiring of Patricia Sing with the stipulation that the
contract be written such that there be a contact person within SRC if any problem or concern
should arise.

The Council decided to hold the Spring Business meeting on Sunday, April 26" immediately
after worship. A Coast Guard Ensemble will perform at Noank Baptist Church on May 9" at
2:00 pm as part of the USCG band community outreach program. The Youth Co-op is in the
process of raising funds to visit Heifer International in Massachusetts the first weekend in June.
Due to a drop in attendance over the last few years, the Deacons will not be holding an Easter
breakfast this year. Instead, focus will be on the fellowship hour after Sunday worship.

The remainder of the meeting involved reports from the four major ministries. Highlights of their
reports should appear elsewhere in this newsletter either as reports or as announcements of
upcoming programs.

Your Council works only as well as we are informed of your concerns. Meetings remain on the
first Wednesday of the month at 7:00 p.m. Meetings are open to all.
