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2010 ANNUAL M.A.E.C. CHOIR FESTIVAL SPONSOR FORM

For over 40 years, the Mystic Area Ecumenical Council (MAEC) has sponsored the Annual Mystic Area Choir
Festival. Many internationally known choral directors and composers have led our combined choirs in a service
of outstanding choral music. This year’s festival will include children, youth and adult choir members.

The 2010 Choir Festival will take place on Sunday, March 21, 2010, at 4:00 p.m. at St. Mary Mo ther of the
Redeemer Church , Groton. The director this year will be Mystic’'s own Jamie Spillane. Dr. Spillane received
a B.S. in Vocal Performance from Ithaca College, a M. Mus. Ed from UCONN and a D.M.A. in Choral Conduct-
ing from the University of Arizona. He is currently Director of Choral and Vocal Activities at lowa Wesleyan Col-
lege where he directs three choirs, has a private voice studio, and teaches choral conducting and secondary
methods classes. He also directs the Mount Pleasant Chorale, a college and community ensemble that often
performs under his direction with the Southeast lowa Symphony Orchestra.

In past summers, he has taught graduate choral conducting at UCONN and Central Connecticut State Univer-
sity. He’s directed a vocal jazz choir for talented high school students at the Indiana State University. Prior to
going to lowa, Dr. Spillane was at the University of Arizona in Tucson as director of the Symphonic Choir, the
premier undergraduate choir, the 125-voice University Community Chorus and orchestra, and UAVJE, the uni-
versity vocal jazz ensemble as well as teaching undergraduate choral conducting. Dr. Spillane was also the
Chancel Choir Director at St. Mark’s United Methodist Church.

Closer to home, Dr. Spillane grew up as a member of St. Mark’s Episcopal Church in Mystic and is a 1977
graduate of Fitch High School. For 14 years, Dr. Spillane was chairman of the Ledyard High School Music De-
partment. For many years, Jamie returns home to conduct various choirs and the public for the Mystic Sea-
port's Community Carol Sing on the last Sunday prior to Christmas.

The Ecumenical Council underwrites much of the expe nse; however, the cost of the music and the

funds to bring directors to our community exceed th e resources of the Council. Therefore we seek
sponsors to make financial contributions.
